A Senior Equine Groom will acquire a broad range of advanced capabilities, including:

* The practice of various forms of non-ridden exercise including lungeing and long reining

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Functional Skills

Qualification Overview

To achieve the Level 3 Senior Equine Groom quallification, the learner must complete:

* All mandatory modules including any necessary Functional Skills.

¢ One additfional module based on the chosen optional pathway.

* All core behaviours.

¢ The End Point Assessment, in which all components must be passed.

The apprenticeship is awarded through the successful completion of an End Point Assessment (EPA).
This consists of:

* An online, multiple choice knowledge test.

* A practical observation — where an independent EPA Assessor will watch and assess the
learner completing a variety of tasks in the workplace.

* A professional discussion — which will take place immediately after the observation and will
involve a discussion with the independent EPA Assessor to further examine the learner’s
knowledge.

The qualification will take a minimum of 18 months to complete, dependent on a learner’s prior
knowledge and skills recorded on a skill scan and individual learning plan.
