As part of this qualification the following topics will be covered:

The GLH for this qualification are: 90 (Award), 252 (Certificate), 369-441
(Diploma). These hours can be full-time or part-time following discussion
with the placement.

This course is funded by the local authority for anyone from 14 – 25 years old
with an Educational Health Care Plan (EHCP) within the catchment area,
and is also available to those who may wish to consider paying privately.  

At the placement there will be fully qualified staff with in-depth experience
working with SEND learners. A specialist Trainer Coach will also be available
to assess the learning taking place and provide additional support.
